
ESA McIntosh have been involved in a ground-breaking initiative, in partnership with 
Edinburgh City Council and Laing O’Rourke, to design and install a prototype   
Classroom of the Future at Holy Rood High School. 
 
Pupils and teachers from local schools have ‘road-tested’ the new environment 
which includes sophisticated finishes, high spec ICT equipment and new technology 
in lighting heating and ventilation. Their feedback will be vital to the school design 
process. If agreed, the design solution will be rolled-out to classrooms all across     
Edinburgh as part of the ongoing school rebuilding programme. 
 
The furniture used was specifically design to maximise the flexible use of space and 
to minimise the risk of poor seating posture causing children to develop back     
problems in later life. 
 
The LearningWall is one such valuable tool which has been developed in             
conjunction with teachers and educationalists. The LearningWall allows teachers to 
interchangeably use the full range of teaching media, including traditional          
whiteboards and interactive whiteboards, to promote both small group and whole 
class learning.  Storage is cleverly created behind sliding layers of the media options 
and can accommodate filing, laptop computer charging units or tray storage         
depending on the demand of each specific space. 
 
Ergonomists have long argued that a child’s seating posture is an important          
determinant of long-term back health. A particular problem for schools is the range of 
pupil heights which must be accommodated and a new European Standard has   
recently been introduced which offers solutions to this problem. The prototype room 
incorporates the innovative Q Learn desk and seat system which complies fully with 
the new standard and can easily be adjusted in height to suit each individual pupil.
